WENDERTON HOATH WALK

A walk out to Wenderton Hoath and back via

Wickambreaux.

Distance Time Elevation
9.4km ~2 hours 108m

Leaving The Duke William, head south east along
The Street before turning left to head towards St

John the Evangelist church.

Head right around the church and follow the
footpath north east towards Seaton Road. Turn
left and cross over Little Stour before turning right

and over the stile onto the footpath.

Follow the footpath as you walk parallel to Little
Stour, cross over the stile and continue until you
reach Wenderton Hoath.

Loop back down the same route to join a footpath
leading towards Wickambreaux. Cross over the
road and over the stile to join the footpath, turn
left onto The Street, You'll walk past the Village Hall

before reaching Saint Andrew's church.

Head south on Wickham Road along the raised
footpath and turn left onto Wickham Lane before

joining The Street and eventually reaching The
Duke William.

Extend your walk to Littlebourne by following the
footpath to the left of Saint Andrew's, through the

kissing gate that connects to Nargate Street.
